 3. It is acknowledge and agreed that the following information about these Proposed 

Sites are provided on the following pages, or must be provided to the satisfaction of the College 

Board, before the Academy may operate as a public school in this state. 

 

A. Narrative description of physical facility 

B. Size of building 

C. Scaled floor plan 

D. Copy of executed lease or purchase agreement 

 

 

 4. In addition, the Academy and the College Board hereby acknowledge and agree 

that this Contract is being issued to the Academy with the understanding that the Academy 

cannot conduct classes as a public school academy in this state until it has obtained the necessary 

fire, health and safety approvals for the above-described proposed physical facilities.  These 

approvals must be provided and be acceptable to the College Board or its designee prior to the 

Academy operating as a public school.  In cases of disagreement, the Academy may not begin 

operations without the consent of the College Board. 

 

 

 5. If the Proposed Sites described above are not used as the physical facilities for the 

Academy, then Schedule 6 of this Contract between the Academy and the College Board must be 

amended pursuant to Article IX of the Terms and Conditions of Contract, to designate, describe 

and agree upon the Academy’s physical facilities.  The Academy must submit to the College 

Board or its designee complete information about the new site to be actually used.  This 

information includes that described in paragraphs 2, 3 and 4 of this Schedule 6.  It is 

acknowledged and agreed that the public school academy cannot conduct classes as a public 

school in this state until it has submitted all the information described above, to the satisfaction 

of the College, and the amendment regarding the new site has been executed. 

 

 

 6. The Academy agrees to comply with the single site restrictions contained in this 

Schedule 6 for the configuration of grade levels identified at these sites.  Any change in the 

configuration of grade levels at the site requires an amendment to this Schedule 6 pursuant to 

Article IX of the Terms and Conditions of Contract set forth above.  
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AMENDMENT NO. 4 TO LEASE AGREEMENT 

THIS AMENDMENT NO. 4 TO LEASE AGREEMENT ("Amendment") is made as of 
J""l~ btt-., 2017, by and between Allen H. Vlgneron, Roman Catholic Arc;hbishop of the 
Arf: diocese of Detroit, whose address. is 12 State Street, Detroit, Michigan 48226 ("Lessor"), and 
Amedcan Montessori Academy, whose address is 14800 Mi'ddlebelt Road; Livonia, Michigan, 48154 
("Lessee"). 

RECITALS: 

WHEREAS, Lessor and Lessee, entered into a Lease Agreement dated as of May 15, 2009, 
as amended by an Amendment No. 1 dated April20; 2011, Amendment No.2 dated June 26, 2012, 
and Amendment No. 3 dated Septembel' 8,-2016 (as· amended, the "Lease")1 With respect to portions 
of the Our Lady ofJ,oretto Scbool building, as more particularly described in the Lease ("Leased 
Premises"); and 

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to further amend the terms of the Lease as set forth 
herein; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration o.f the mutu;il covenants and undertakings 
hereinafter set forth, and for good and valu~J.ble cons~qeration, the receipt and ade.quacy of which are 
hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows: 

I. Capitalized Terms. Capitalized terms not defined herein shall have the meaning 
ascribed to them in the Lease. 

2. Term. The Term of this Lease shali end on June 30, 2018, unless earlier terminated 
as provided herein. The parties acknowledge and agree that Lessee's p'ri'ol! exercise of its three (3) 
year extension option as exercised on the letter of intent dated February 28, 2017 is null and void and 
Of no further force or effect, and is superseded by the terms 9f this Amendment. Beginning 
December 1, 201.7, Lessee shall have the right to terminate this Lease at any time, upon thirty (30) 
days' written notice to Lessor. 

3. Rent. Lessee shall pay to Lessor (a) $18,777.50 per month in monthly base rent; and 
(b) $7,888.33 per month as additional rent for utilities, maintenance and expenses. All sums. due 
under this paragraph shall be due the first (I st) day of each month and shall be paid without setoff, 
deduction or counterclaim. 

4. Ratification. Except as specifically modified by this Amendment, all of the teons 
and conditions of the Lease are hereby ratified and confirmed by Lessor and Lessee as being in full 
force and effect. In the event of any conflict between the terms of the Lease and this Amendm~nt, 
the tertns of this Amendment shall control. 

5. Binding Effect. This Amendment shall be binding upon, and the benefits hereof 
shall inure to, the parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns. 

6. Miscellaneous. This Amendment may be executed by facsimile or in counterparts, 
each of which, for all purposes, shall be deemed to constitute an original and all of which 
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counterparts, when taken together, shall be deemed to constitute one and the same agreement, even 
though all ofthe parties hereto may not have executed the same counterpart.

METHODS OF PUPIL ASSESSMENT 

 

 

The Academy will utilize portfolios and elaborate monitoring systems to chart individual 

progress, including the well-established Montessori daily observation method which will provide 

continuous feedback to teachers and their students.  In compliance with state requirements, state 

mandated academic assessments will be administered to all required grades annually; the NWEA 

will be used to test first through seventh grade students at least twice a year and other measures 

as determined by the Academy. 

 

The results of all tests will be reported to the American Montessori Academy Board and the 

Charter Schools Office.

Enrollment Limits 
 
The Academy will offer kindergarten through eighth grade.  The maximum enrollment shall be 
600 students.  The Academy will annually adopt maximum enrollment figures prior to its 
application and enrollment period. 
 
Requirements 
 
Section 504 of the Revised School Code states that public school academies shall neither charge 
tuition nor discriminate in pupil admissions policies or practices on the basis of intellectual or 
athletic ability, measures of achievement or aptitude status as a handicapped person, or any other 
basis that would be illegal if used by a Michigan public school district. 
 
 Academy enrollment shall be open to all individuals who reside in Michigan.  Except for 

a foreign exchange student who is not a United States citizen, a public school academy 
shall not enroll a pupil who is not a Michigan resident. 
 

 Academy admissions may be limited to pupils within a particular age range/grade level or 
on any other basis that would be legal if used by a Michigan public school district. 
 

 The Academy Board may establish a policy providing enrollment priority to siblings of 
currently enrolled pupils or children of Academy Board members or Academy employees. 
 

 The Academy shall allow any pupil who was enrolled in the immediately preceding 
academic year to re-enroll in the appropriate age range/grade level unless that grade is not 
offered. 
 

 No student may be denied participation in the application process due to lack of student 
records. 
 

 If the Academy receives more applications for enrollment than there are spaces available, 
pupils shall be selected for enrollment through a random selection drawing.

AGE OR GRADE RANGE OF PUPILS 
 

 

The Academy will enroll students in Kindergarten through eighth grade.  The Academy may add 

grades with the prior written approval of the Charter School Office Director or the College 

Board. 

 

Students of the Academy will be children who have reached the age of five (5) by the dates 

outlined in the Code.   
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
